By the way, players, remember those that are not playing in matchplay or have been eliminated, have the opportunity to play the following week with the matchplay. I have it as an open game with the standard event fees. MATCH PLAY players can participate in closes to the pin (CTP) just by dropping a $5.00 fee to participate. If you are in matchplay and are close, be sure and put your name on the proxy.
Again, I must state that under the USGA rules of match play, there still is a need to have a stroke play score. Look at you upcoming cards at Tanglewood, they have the line for your stroke score. If you do not finish the hole, estimate how many strokes it will take you to complete the hole and card that. These scores do not go towards any skin game. The score however is needed to be posted as a tournament score…..Any problems with this, please direct your questions to HHC Miller.

Seventeen Advance in Match Play at Dunham Hills on 6-1

The first round of the 2016 edition of The President’s Medallion Match Play (PMMPT) Tournament is in the books.  Thirteen members advanced by winning their first round matches, while four were the relieved recipients of first round forfeits.  Here is a rundown of the match results:  Matthews over Graham (4+3), Teller over Krutty (3+1), Blanton over Park (4+2), Salucci over Ed Phillips (2+1), Downey over Ankrom (5+4), Dwyer over Miller (1 up), Gross over Smith (8+7), Cantor over Filak (4+3), Roncelli over Hagedorn by some unknown margin, Whitmore over Goldner (4+3), Fournier over McMurray (4+2), Huizdos over Lusk (1 up), and Landis over Schloss (2 up).  Congratulations to the winners!  There were some upsets on the opening day:  Salucci over Ed. Phillips, Dwyer over Miller (a rematch of a first round match in 2015, won by Miller), Roncelli over Hagedorn, and Whitmore over Goldner.  And in what would have been the biggest upset Lusk battled Huizdos to the end, but Huizdos prevailed 1 up. The following advanced as a result of forfeits:  Hansinger, Lederman, Whitty, and Palazzolo.  The second round matches will be contested on 6-8 at Tanglewood G. C., and the big guns who received first round byes will be making their first appearance in the tournament.  Tickets can be obtained online at StubHub.com.

Twelve Rollers who were not involved in first round matches had their own side game going and the low net score out of that bunch was Schiff with a net score of 66, while Diedrich placed second with a 68.  Eight skins were awarded as follows:  Diedrich, Johnson, Fair, Tolbert, Karam,  Whitty, and Schiff (2).  CTP winners were Cantamessa, Tolbert, and Fair, with one going to the treasury.

It should be pointed out to all of you members that your scores in the PMMPT will be posted to GAM and identified as “Tournament” scores which is in compliance with the USGA handicap rules.  Briefly, “T” scores stay in your activity history for one year and they may be used to arrive at your official index if a “T” score is significantly better than the other scorers posted to GAM.

No Jug points were awarded based on the play at Dunham Hills, nor will any be awarded next week (6-8) at Tanglewood.  This will help you combatants keep your focus on your match, as it should be. 

PMMT Second Round Matches on 6-8

Look for some hotly contested second round matches in the PMMPT on 6-8 at Tanglewood.  Here they are:  Fair vs Matthews, Teller vs Blanton, Walenczak vs Salucci, Cooper vs Downey, Hussong vs Dwyer, Moore vs Gross, Tolbert vs Palazzolo, Quintana vs Hansinger, Wieme vs Cantor, Cantamessa vs Lederman, Siegert vs Roncelli, Skiragis vs Whitmore,  McKay vs Fournier, Small vs Whitty, Karam vs Huizdos, and Diedrich vs Landis.  Fair should be careful with Matthews who reached the PMMPT finals in 2015.  Walenczak should keep an eye on the bushes when playing Salucci, specifically watching out for guys in sharkskin suits wearing dark glasses.  In the past we’ve seen the PMMT winner often coming from the pack of mid handicappers meaning Cooper, Wieme, Small, Quintana, and Diedrich are on upset alert in their matches.  Especially Small and Diedrich who are facing two of the hottest golfers so far in the young season, Whitty and Landis.  Moore and Hussong need to show up big as they match up with Gross and Dwyer who both had good first round matches.  And, as usual, some of you will be giving plenty of strokes to your opponent, so heads up Tolbert, Cantamessa, Siegert, Skiragis, and McKay.  To conclude, all the matches should be very compelling and yours truly will be busy covering the action.  Good luck to all.
